Coordinator’s Corner 

All Hands: Here comes Commanders Guidance 
1. Communication: 

Our dedicated webmaster HPM Steve Suiter has over-
seen our effort to transition for our chapter communica-
tions from our historic system from individual emails 
and calls to our members by approximately twenty stal-
wart individuals to one mass-produced message by the 
Constant Contact system. This system will be utilized to 
announce events, disseminate the chapter newsletter and 
distribute chapter announcements. Steve Suiter intermit-
tently obtains the master membership list from our  
national headquarters. This is the roster we will begin to 
utilize for communications. Initially this list consists of 
approximately 280 names, both those who have chosen 
Perpetual status, and those who are Regular Companions 
and pay annual dues. 

Our initial Constant Contact message received 40 
"bounced" email addresses! With a time-consuming  
effort by Robert Ganson, Chapter Communications 
Committee Chair (a position relinquished after many 
years of effective work by John Wagner) and Chapter 
Commander Clark, the list was whittled down to only 25 
bad addresses. Unfortunately, we discovered that five of 
the returned emails belonged to deceased Companions, 
about whom we had not been informed. 

This situation revealed an especially important issue for 
our Companions, when there are contact, address and 
other changes such as death or relocation, each Compan-
ion or some family member must be responsible for up-
dating that information on the national membership ros-
ter. This is accomplished very simply in the following 
manner: 

A. Open "moww.org.". B. Log-in on the top line of the 
Home page at "Companion Store” login. C. Register 
yourself with a name and password. D. Locate  
“Resources” to change your information by completing 
Form 5 and hitting “submit” E. Feel good about staying 
current with your chapter! 

2. Chapter Event Registration. 

Announcements will be sent by Constant Contact for 
events registration to include payment options. Attend-
ance may be accomplished by one of three methods. 

A. For luncheons on chapter Home Page "Events" 
pay $36 with credit card (PayPal is not required. PayPal 
administers the payment and charges us a transaction fee 
of 3%).

Options 
are available to add additional remarks, such as identify-
ing guests with their rank/title, if applicable, and seating 
preferences. 

B. Mail check for $35 to our Treasurer, David Wallace, 
P.O. Box 12018 Dallas, Tx 75225 to arrive by mail NLT 
the Thursday preceding the first Tuesday event. 

C. Walk-ins without reservation are welcome to attend 
and pay $40 at sign-in.

Rest in Peace Fellow Companions 
  Dr. Weldon L. Estes, Chaplain (CPT), US Army 

Weldon Lee Estes was born on 8 January 1929 at his 
uncle’s house near Rio 
Hondo, Texas. He grew 
up during the Great De-
pression but remained 
proud of his roots 
throughout his lifetime. 
He earned a Bachelor of 
Arts degree from Hardin 
Simmons University and 
then went on to earn 
Master of Divinity and 
Master of Theology  
degrees from Southwest 

Baptist Theological Seminary and a Doctor of Education 
degree from the University of Tennessee.  
In 1954, he was commissioned in the United States  
Army and went to Chaplain's school in New Rochelle, 
New York. While he was there, a call came for volun-
teers to become paratroopers and he answered the call, 
going to Jump School at Fort Bragg, NC, after which he 
was assigned to the 1st Battalion 504th Airborne Infantry 
Regiment (known as the “Devils in Baggy Pants”) of the 
82nd Airborne Division (America’s Guard of Honor).  

In 1955, Weldon was sent to Korea for 18 months  
serving with the 36th Engineer Group. Upon completing 
his tour of duty in Korea, he was assigned Ft. Campbell, 
KY to help reactivate the famous 101st Airborne  
Division. While there, he made 36 parachute jumps. On 
orders from President Dwight Eisenhower, Weldon and 
his Battle Group of the 101st Airborne Division were 
sent to Little Rock, Arkansas to help integrate Central 
High School. The 101st Airborne Division spent the en-
tire school year in Little Rock.  

Upon being discharged from the Service, Chaplain Estes 
pastored churches in Tennessee and North Carolina. He 
then came to Dallas to do administration and serve as a 
Professor in the Divinity School at Dallas Baptist  
University, where he served for 45 years.  

In 2000, Weldon led the prayer of dedication at the 
opening of the D/FW National Cemetery and continued 
to serve as Chaplain at D/FW Cemetery until well into 
his 90’s. He was the Chaplain for the Dallas Chapter of 
MOWW for over 20 years.  

In each of his Invocations for the chapter, he always 
thanked the US Air Force for riding him to work but 
fussed that they always made him walk home.  

“All the way, Weldon. Airborne.” 

Paul E. Pfrommer, Lt Col, US Air Force 
Paul Emil Pfrommer was born on 5 October 1930 in 

Chicago, Illinois. He  
entered the US Air Force 
Aviation Cadet program 
in 1952 and received his 
Silver Wings in 1953. 

Paul served as a navigator 
in Boeing B-29 (Super-
fortress) bombers during 
the Korean War, then as a 
navigator in Strategic Air 
Command Boeing KC-97 
(Stratofreighter) tankers 
during the Cold War and 

finally in Douglas C-124 (Globemaster) heavy lift trans-
ports during the war in Vietnam.  

After 38 years of active duty and reserve service, Paul 
received 11 Air Force medals, including the USAF 
Commendation Medal and the Presidential Unit Citation. 
He retired as a Lieutenant Colonel.  

While in the Reserves, he worked for Schumacher & Co 
for 40 years. In retirement, he continued to serve by  
volunteering countless hours at the Frontiers of Flight 
Museum and the Veterans Administration Hospital. He 
had a perfect attendance record at the weekly gathering 
of former aviators to socialize and relive their Days of 
Glory. 

Paul joined numerous veterans’ groups, enjoying espe-
cially those whose activities supported the greater Dallas 
civic community. He was a President of the Korean War 
Veterans Association, the Military Order of the World 
Wars, and the DFW Honor Flights (who escort World 
War II veterans to the WWII memorial in Washington 
DC). He served for many years as a Committee Chair on 
the non-profit body called the Greater Dallas Veterans 
Day Foundation.  

His primary function in the GDVF was to Chair the 
Massing of the Colors which preceded the Veterans Day 
Parade each year. In coordination with the Dallas Inde-
pendent School District’s JROTC units, Paul supervised 
the assembly and presentation of the 50 US flags and 50 
US State Flags in front of Dallas City Hall on  
November 11th (Veterans Day) to pay tribute to all those 
who have served, who are serving, and those who have 
made the ultimate sacrifice.  

During his career, Paul logged over 3,000 hours, flying 
missions all over the world. In the words of the poet, he 
“slipped the surly bonds of Earth and touched the face of 
God.”  



National Defense Update  
   

INFLATION AND DEBT ARE NATIONAL 
SECURITY THREATS

Inflation in the US today is a national security 
threat, and it is a direct result of poor policy deci-
sions by the Executive Branch of the US govern-
ment. The US and the world are fossil fuel depend-
ent for energy.  It will take many years and trillions 
of dollars to build the infrastructure and manufac-
turing processes necessary to change the economy 
into a green energy economy.  
When the president issued an Executive Order on 
his first day in office to shut down the Keystone 
Pipeline and laid off thousands of workers, US in-
flation began to rise. At that time, the US was ener-
gy independent, and the inflation rate measured by 
the Department of Labor’s Consumer Price Index 
was under two percent.  
Over the next two years, the US suffered its highest 
inflation in over 40 years. For example, if one had 
$1,000,000 in 2020, that amount of money would 
be worth only $813,790 today because of inflation, 
not counting any tax effects or the stock market.  
Fossil fuels and especially petroleum energy, affect 
every aspect of transportation as petroleum products 
and fossil fuels are used in every fuel for airplanes, 
ships, trains, trucks, and cars.  
A secondary reason for US inflation is government 
spending. The US federal government has three 
ways to collect revenue – they can borrow money, 
print money, or tax US citizens, who are creating or 
generating wealth. The federal government operates 
on a yearly budget cycle. When the government 
spends more than they collect, debt occurs.  
The federal government creates debt when the reve-
nues are less than expenditures and deficits rise. 
Countries generally offset deficits by raising taxes 
or reducing spending. Today, the US National Debt 
exceeds $33 Trillion. Inflation and debt devalue the 
dollar.  

CNBC has reported only 43 percent of the US 
population pays income taxes. Since most citizens 
and working non-citizens do not pay federal income 
taxes, the burden falls on the upper and middle 
class. Poor people and most illegals do not pay in-
come taxes. Federal income taxes pay for national 
defense, law enforcement, benefits and pensions for 
federal employees, and a multitude of other assis-
tance plans.  
The US Federal Reserve (Fed) is the central bank of 
the US and is responsible for the US economy. It 
has a Congressional mandate to keep inflation at 
two percent (2%) or lower. It has been calculated 
that two percent is the best rate for stable prices and 
maximum employment, as it helps consumers and 
businesses conduct future planning to make good 
purchasing and investment decisions.  
The Fed has many additional duties such as super-
vising - banks, money supply, security of financial 
institutions, and monitoring the US dollar. It also 
tracks world economies and conducts research on 
consumer trends and laws.  
If changes are not made, it is estimated that the in-
terest on the national debt will exceed the US DOD 
budget by 2025; and be the size of the current US 
economy by 2028. The US national debt to GDP 
will exceed the World War II debt level this year. 
Leaders must develop workable budgets, objectives, 
and goals. The Legislative and Executive branches 
of government must realize only the upper and mid-
dle classes pay federal income taxes. When the US 
government wastes money, it is taxpayer money 
they are wasting.  
The US government budget process needs to be 
fixed. Until spending is controlled, and realistic en-
ergy policies are developed to become energy inde-
pendent again, utilizing America’s vast fossil fuel 
resources, the US will continue its slide toward me-
diocrity. If the US continues its current path, the 
greatest nation the world has ever known will be-
come a failed promise and a lost dream to future 
Americans.
