MY FELLOW COMPANIONS. Your Chapter has a 

specific procedure for efficient processing an Application 

for New Membership or Upgrade to Perpetual Member-

ship.  This procedure is contained in Chapter Standard Op-

erating Procedure 1 (SOP 1). It is essential when you 

Sponsor an applicant that you comply to ensure that the 

Application is timely processed, and the Chapter Officers 

have the necessary information to properly welcome the 

Applicant into the Chapter. 

Although the top of the Application instructs you to send 

it to National Headquarters, you need to deliver it (and the 

Applicants Fee) to LTC Russell Hooper, Chapter  

Adjutant, by hand delivery - or if by USPS Mail, send it 

to 1601 Cattail Creek Drive, Desoto, TX 75115.  

If you use US Mail, please include your Name, Mail Ad-

dress, Telephone Number, and E-Mail Address, in order 

that the Adjutant may contact you to coordinate the Induc-

tion schedule.  

SOP 1 requires the Adjutant to send a copy to the follow-

ing - who must perform certain tasks: 

Commander – Commander will call the Applicants to 

welcome them and obtain information for the Induction 

Ceremony. 

Adjutant – As soon HQ approves the Application, Adju-

tant will contact the Applicant and Sponsor to coordinate 

the date for the Induction Ceremony.  

Marshal – Marshal will prepare Table Name Cards for 

the Sponsor and his or her Applicant to identify reserved 

seats at the Induction Luncheon. 

Operations Coordinator for Communications – Ops  

Coordinator will post Applicant’s contact information to 

his data base and assign a Phone Caller to call the  

Applicant to verify attendance at upcoming Monthly 

Chapter Meetings. 

Special Operations Officer – Special Ops Coordinator 

will post the Applicant’s contact information to the 

Chapter database for distribution of Monthly Newsletters 

and all other e-mail messages. Simultaneously, he will  

order a Pocket Name Badge for the Applicant. 

Your cooperation will be sincerely appreciated.  Next 

month, I will explain why we need to emphasize Recruit-

ing and upgrading “Perpetual Companions”, with special 

emphasis on recruiting Applicants under the age of 50.

• Present 5 Awards to Outstanding Police Officers with other Police Departments in the Area. 

• Present 6 Awards to Outstanding Fire Fighters, Paramedics and Supporting Personnel in the Area. 

• Assist Veterans and their families with their separation and transition from active duty into  

civilian life.  

• Expand the Chapter’s Patriotism Programs into areas beyond ROTC, Scouting and YLC. 

• Monitor activities of the United States Government and Other Governments that affect the mainte-

nance of a suitable policy of National Security and circulate articles on policies involving National 

Security and Homeland Security. 

• Establish a Memorial to veterans in the Dallas-Fort Worth area. 

• Monitor the health and well-being of Chapter Companions and give “Companion Down” Reports, 

if necessary. 

• Communicate with Perpetual Members to increase their participation through attendance at  

regular meetings, social functions and outreach programs. 

• Communicate with Regular Companions to coordinate their renewals and possible upgrade to  

Perpetual status.
